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1. Making & Sources of the Constitution

Constituent Assembly

Idea of a Constituent Assembly was first put forward by M.N. Roy in 1934; formally demanded by the
Indian National Congress in 1935 and accepted by the British in the August Offer (1940) and finally
through the Cabinet Mission Plan (1946).

Constituted under the Cabinet Mission Plan; members were indirectly elected by the provincial
legislative assemblies; total original strength was 389 (reduced to 299 after Partition). 
कै�बनेट ��शन योजना के तहत ग�ठित; सदस्य प्रांतीय �विधानसभाआें द्वारा अप्रत्यक्ष रूप से �नविार्मा�चित �कए गए थे; �ूलि संख्या 389 थी (�विभाजन के बाद

First meeting held on 9 December 1946; Dr. Sachchidananda Sinha was the temporary/provisional
Chairman; Dr. Rajendra Prasad was elected permanent President on 11 December 1946.

Dr. B.R. Ambedkar was the Chairman of the Drafting Committee (7 members), formed on 29 August
1947, and is regarded as the chief architect of the Constitution.

The Constitution was adopted on 26 November 1949 and came into force on 26 January 1950
(celebrated as Republic Day, chosen to commemorate the 1930 Purna Swaraj declaration).

The Constitution took 2 years, 11 months and 18 days to be framed; original Constitution had 395
Articles, 22 Parts and 8 Schedules (currently 12 Schedules after amendments).

Describes India as a "Sovereign, Socialist, Secular, Democratic Republic" securing to all citizens
Justice, Liberty, Equality and Fraternity; the words "Socialist" and "Secular" were added by the 42nd
Amendment Act, 1976.

Based on the "Objectives Resolution" moved by Jawaharlal Nehru in 1946; in the Kesavananda
Bharati case (1973), the Supreme Court held that the Preamble is part of the Constitution but is not
enforceable in a court of law.

The Preamble has been amended only once so far, by the 42nd Amendment Act, 1976, which added
"Socialist", "Secular" and "Integrity" (in "unity and integrity of the Nation").

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3. Fundamental Rights

Enshrined in Part III (Articles 12–35) of the Constitution; borrowed largely from the US Bill of Rights;
originally there were 7 Fundamental Rights, now 6 after the Right to Property was removed by the
44th Amendment Act, 1978 (made a legal right under Article 300-A).

(Maneka Gandhi case, 1978) to include right to privacy, clean environment, education, and more.

Directive Principles of State Policy (Part IV, Articles 36–51)

Borrowed from the Irish Constitution; described by Dr. Ambedkar as "novel features" of the
Constitution; are non-justiciable (not enforceable by courts) but "fundamental in the governance of
the country".

Broadly classified into Gandhian, Socialist and Liberal-Intellectual principles; examples: Article 39
(equal pay for equal work), Article 44 (Uniform Civil Code), Article 45 (early childhood care), Article 48-
A (protection of environment), Article 50 (separation of judiciary from executive).

In case of conflict between Fundamental Rights and DPSP, the Supreme Court in the Minerva Mills
case (1980) held that harmony and balance between the two is essential; neither is superior.

Fundamental Duties (Article 51-A)

Added by the 42nd Amendment Act, 1976, on the recommendation of the Swaran Singh Committee;
borrowed from the erstwhile USSR (Russia); originally 10 duties, an 11th was added by the 86th
Amendment Act, 2002 (duty of parents to provide education to children aged 6–14).

Found in Part IV-A of the Constitution; are also non-justiciable, i.e. cannot be enforced through
courts, though laws may be made to enforce some of them.

Duties include: abiding by the Constitution and respecting its ideals; cherishing the noble ideals of
the freedom struggle; upholding sovereignty, unity and integrity of India; promoting harmony;
protecting the environment and public property; and striving towards excellence.

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5. Union Executive

Head of the State and first citizen of India (Article 52); elected indirectly by an Electoral College
consisting of elected members of both Houses of Parliament and elected members of State (and UT
of Delhi & Puducherry) Legislative Assemblies, using the system of proportional representation by
means of a single transferable vote.

Minimum age 35 years; term of office is 5 years, eligible for re-election; can be removed only through
impeachment (Article 61) for "violation of the Constitution", initiated in either House of Parliament.

Executive powers are exercised on the "aid and advice" of the Council of Ministers headed by the
Prime Minister (42nd & 44th Amendments made this advice binding); can grant pardons, reprieves,
respites or remissions of punishment (Article 72).

Vice-President, Prime Minister & Council of Ministers

Vice-President (Article 63) is ex-officio Chairman of the Rajya Sabha; elected by an Electoral College
consisting of members of both Houses of Parliament (unlike the President's, this does not include
State legislators).

Prime Minister (Article 74/75) is appointed by the President and is usually the leader of the majority
party/coalition in the Lok Sabha; heads the Council of Ministers and is the real executive authority;
acts as the chief link between the President and the Council of Ministers.

Council of Ministers is collectively responsible to the Lok Sabha (Article 75(3)); comprises Cabinet
Ministers, Ministers of State, and Deputy Ministers; total size cannot exceed 15% of the total strength
of the Lok Sabha (91st Amendment, 2003).

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6. Parliament

Bicameral legislature consisting of the President, Lok Sabha (House of the People) and Rajya Sabha
(Council of States); Lok Sabha's maximum strength is fixed at 552 (currently 543 elected members)
and Rajya Sabha's at 250 (238 elected + 12 nominated).

Lok Sabha members are directly elected by the people for a term of 5 years (unless dissolved earlier);
Rajya Sabha is a permanent body (not subject to dissolution), with one-third of its members retiring
every second year (6-year term per member).

Money Bills (Article 110) can only be introduced in the Lok Sabha, with the prior recommendation of
the President; the Rajya Sabha can only recommend changes/return the bill within 14 days, but
cannot reject or amend it.

Key parliamentary devices: Question Hour, Zero Hour (an Indian innovation, not mentioned in the
Rules of Procedure), Motion of No-Confidence (can be moved only in Lok Sabha), Adjournment
Motion, and Calling Attention Motion.

Anti-Defection Law is contained in the Tenth Schedule, added by the 52nd Amendment Act, 1985; the
Speaker/Chairman decides on disqualification questions relating to defection.

Legislative Procedure

An Ordinary Bill must be passed by both Houses and then sent to the President; in case of a
deadlock, a Joint Sitting (Article 108) is convened, presided over by the Speaker of the Lok Sabha; has
been used only thrice so far (Dowry Prohibition Bill 1961, Banking Service Commission Bill 1978,
POTA Bill 2002).

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7. Judiciary: Supreme Court & High Courts

India has a single, integrated judicial system with the Supreme Court at the apex, followed by High
Courts at the state level and subordinate/district courts; the judiciary is independent of the
legislature and executive.
